Annexure B – BOUNDARY FENCING GUIDELINES
Provision of Boundary Fencing
1) The Seller agrees to provide, at the Seller’s expense, to its specifications and satisfaction, fencing to the boundary(s) of the lot.
2) The fence shall be constructed by a fencing contractor nominated by the Seller and will be of closed timber picket construction with an average height of 1800mm.  The orientation of the rails will be at the discretion of the contractor.
3) The fencing will be provided to the lot where a house has been completed within a period of 18 months of the date of settlement of the contract.  Completed means the house has reached practical completion and has been handed over by the builder to the Buyer. 
4) Generally all fences will end 6 metres from the front boundary peg.  The fence will not extend forward of the building line to the front elevation.
5) Generally fencing for corner lots will only be provided to two sides and not to either street forward of the building.  As in 2(c)(ii)  of the Building Guidelines and Covenants, purchasers of corner lots other than lots having a boundary, ie secondary frontage on Norwood Parade (lots 40, 69, 76, 82, 87, 97, 105) are required to build homes that address both streets with regard to roof treatments and facades to eliminate the need for side fencing.  For the corner lots having a boundary on Norwood Parade fencing may be provided by the Seller up to and along the secondary frontage by agreement between the Buyer and Seller, such agreement being dependant on the home’s roof treatment and façade addressing Norwood Parade.  Any such additional fencing will be as per the requirements in 6(b)(i)  of the Building Guidelines and Covenants as follows -
Front fencing to extend along the secondary frontage to a point at least 5 metres behind the primary frontage building line, except if the secondary frontage is Norwood Parade in which case front fencing may extend along the secondary frontage to a point at least 1 metre behind the primary frontage building line.

6) The Buyer must ensure that the land is cleared prior to commencement of the construction of the fence and ensure all survey pegs are in the correct positions.  The Seller is not responsible for replacement of any missing survey pegs.
7) The Seller will install fences only once.   The need for any repairs, modification, removal, realignment to enable building or due to any damage will be the responsibility of the Buyer.

8) The Buyer must comprehensively insure the fences constructed on the Land under these Boundary Fencing Guidelines and such insurance must commence on or before the date construction of the fence commences.

9) The provision of the fencing is dependant on the Buyer’s compliance with the Building Guidelines and Covenants, including ensuring house plans are submitted to the Seller prior to commencement of construction of the house on the Land.

10) The Seller has no obligation to extend the fencing package to any owner other than the original Buyer of the Land.

11) The Buyer must contact the Seller approximately one month prior to the handover of the completed house to arrange the fencing package.
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
