Annexure C – TURF PACKAGE GUIDELINES
Provision of Turf
1) The Seller agrees to provide, at the Seller’s expense, to its specifications and satisfaction, turf to the front yard  forward of the front elevation of the house, as well as to the footpath of the Land.
2) For corner lots turf will be provided to the secondary frontage only to the extent of “front fencing” to that frontage.  Front fencing is as detailed in 6(a) of the Building Guidelines and Covenants.

3) The turf will be provided where a house has been completed within a period of 18 months of the date of settlement of the contract.  Completed means the house has reached practical completion and has been handed over by the builder to the Buyer. 
4) The Buyer must ensure that the land to be turfed is clean and finished to the levels required by the Buyer prior to commencement of the installation of the turf.  Site cleaning and levelling are NOT included in the package.
5) Maintenance of the turf including on the footpath together with any supplied street trees is the responsibility of the Buyer following installation.

6) The Seller will install the turf only once.   The need for any repairs or reinstatement due to any damage will be the responsibility of the Buyer.

7) The provision of the turf package is dependant on the Buyer’s compliance with the Building Guidelines and Covenants, including ensuring house plans are submitted to the Seller prior to commencement of construction of the house on the Land.

8) The Seller has no obligation to extend the turf package to any owner other than the original Buyer of the Land.

9) The Buyer must contact the Seller approximately one month prior to the handover of the completed house to arrange the turf package.
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
